1.  Astronomy:  the study of the universe and celestial objects
2.  Celestial:  positioned in or relating to the sky, or outer space as observed in                              astronomy
3.  Universe:  all space and the matter space contains
4.  Satellite:  an object that orbits around another object, such as a planet
5.  Telescope: an optical instrument used to view distant stars
6.  Meteoroid: small rocky bodies that often crash into planets and moons
7.  Comet: lumps of ice, dust, and rock that orbit the Sun.; as it nears the Sun, ice and gas heat up and trail behind forming a tail.
8.  Planet: a celestial body moving in an elliptical (oval) orbit around a star
9.  Compass: a tool used to show magnetic north
10.  Solar System:   the Sun and all of the objects that move around it  
11.  Sun:  the star at the center of our solar system that supplies heat and light to Earth; its enormous gravity keeps the solar system in orbit
12.  Star:  a ball of gas in space that produces its own light and heat
13.  Constellation:  a grouping of stars seen as a figure or design
